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The article suggests that the model of specialists’ training should be taken into consideration while
planning the course in English for specific purposes. Individual purposes and professional interests of
students determine the forms and content of English teaching courses. English classes should contribute to
the development of professional personality and acquiring of the first experience in professional activity.
Modern specialists should be able to use English for solving their professional problems and tasks, so
definite principles and methods such as projects and role plays should be used in ESP teaching.
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Basic conditions of forming and developing communicative competence of future foreign language
teachers are represented in the article according to the conception of modernization of Russian education.
It also includes the stages of forming communicative competence in the context of the communicative and
situational approach.
