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The analysis of this article is focused on the gender stereotypes, influencing information and
communicative activity of a university library. This work presents the part of the results of longitude
qualitative research, which was carried out in 2002–2006. It is emphasized that «dethroning» of gender
stereotypes will encourage formation of tolerance in library activity.
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The article represents the results of the research on the problem of mastering the semantics and means
of epistemic modality explication by Russian-speaking children.
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
