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The article updates the problem of reliability and justification of the modern tendency of organising
an educational process in some institutions of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia in the context of
overcoming negative value orientations among young employees. The author critically analyses the main
approaches in this direction and suggests his own way of solving this problem, which is of interest in
terms of research prospects and its consideration in the argumentative field.
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
