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The article explores the microhistory of the village Unarokovo in the Krasnodar region during the
Great Patriotic War (1941–1945) and participation in it by the particular examples of common citizens:
soldiers, rear workers rewarded with orders and medals and also F. Kravchenko, the legendary Hero of the
Soviet Union. The author analyses the moral and political condition of the village residents in these years.
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The author of the article suggests using the following tetrachotomy according to linguistic
methodology: thought – language – speech – communication. She reveals the basic characteristics of
linguistic crimes: 1) imposing of false world vision; 2) appeal to public conscience (but not to individual
one); 3) circulation in mass-media. Premeditation is supposed to be one of the additional characteristics
of linguistic crimes.
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
