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The image of Duat appears in the Middle Kingdom in el-Bershe necropolis as a map. The tombs in the
King’s Valley were planned and decorated due to the idea of topography of the netherworld. The conceptions
of Duat were reflected in «vignettes» on the papyruses of the «books of the netherworld». The representations
of Duat were the counterpart to funerary texts up to the end of the ancient epoch in Egypt.
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
