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The author of the article views the importance of musical art in human life, analyses the notion
«musical thinking» and gives its definitions from different points of view. The author comes to a conclusion
that musical thinking is an index of a person’s maturity and purposeful development of this thinking
reveals unlimited possibilities for creativity development and a person’s spiritual culture forming.
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The article describes the main linguistic definitions that are through and contributory to development
of pupils’ connected speech and forming of their basic communication skills and habits.
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
