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In the second half of the 16th century English immigrants enjoyed the following economic rights:
they could organise their businesses, keep their fellow apprentices and produce and sell their goods to the
Englishmen. Alien immigrants had to pay extra money in exchange to the queen and recruit as many
Englishmen as possible to their trade. But the most important civil right they had was the freedom of
conscience. They could practice any official protestant religion – Lutheranism or Calvinism.
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
