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In the XXI century Korea, China and Japan have begun to realize new curricula in school education
systems. General purposes of changes are including foreign languages into curricula and giving more freedom
for local educational authorities. Korea actively implies personal education, China provides a spiral school
curriculum, and Japan has chosen the way of individualization in education.

The article is devoted to management in the sphere of physical education in represented countries. In
particular, it is revealed how curricula in physical education are implemented and managed.
